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Pinale Flags
If you like pirates, you must love their flags! In the past,
there were all sorts of flags, with different drawings and
representations. Flags were red or black or white, but be
careful, the colours had a meaning: a black flag meant
“fight or surrender; a red flag meant “ready to attack, no

mercy and kill everyone” A white flag signaled “the end of
hostilities and the start of negotiations”

Here are a few examples:

«On Christopher Moody’s flag, there was an arm in
the centre with a dagger. There was also a skull with cross-
bones on the right and an hourglass with wings on the left.
« On Bartholomew Roberts’s flag, there was a man on
the left with a hat and a uniform. On the right, there was
a skeleton with an arrow in his left hand. They were both
holding an hourglass.

« Calico Jack Rackham’s flag was black. In the centre,
there was a skull. Under the skull, at the bottom of the
flag, there were two crossed swords.
