You should expect your implants to last for many years if you take good care of them and if their bone is
robust and healthy. There is no lifetime warranty, though, like with other surgical implants.

Can missing teeth always be replaced with implants?

Depending on how well your jaw's bone is doing. The Best dental implants near me will set up various
specialized tests to determine how much bone remains. Without initially grafting bone into the area, placing
implants may not be viable if there is not enough or if it is not healthy enough.
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Are implants painful?

A local anesthetic is typically used while placing an implant, which is frequently more straightforward than
extracting a tooth. While there won't be any pain at the time of the procedure, a week following the surgery,
you might experience some discomfort, just like after an extraction.

If you are highly anxious or the case is complicated, your dentist may occasionally give you a sedative.
Implants are rarely treated with general anesthesia, typically reserved for difficult situations.

How much time does the procedure last?

Before the procedure begins, your dental experts can tell you a general schedule. Some crowns can even be
put alongside the Best Dental Implants (known as "immediate implants”). Consult your dental team to
determine if these are appropriate for you. The teeth crown are often fitted three to four months after the
implants are placed. Your dental staff will be able to chat with you about how long your treatment will take
if it takes longer than expected.
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What about follow-up?

A dentist team will give you instructions on how to take care of your implant. After the procedure, they
might offer you painkillers to use over the next several days if you need them, or make sure you have some
at home.
