Directions

Lay out your material as outlined in the material layout & cutting

diagram (Fig 1 & 2). Draw out all parts exactly as illustrated,

including the letter designations, in pencil. Ensure to leave a small
space between cut lines to allow for the width of the saw. Before
cutting, double check all measurements to ensure they are correct.

Always cut on the waste side of the line. The directions are for a 8"
wide closet. Measure the width of your closet, and add or subtract the
difference for pieces B, P & J and the dowel running between them. For
example, if your closet is 95", piece B will be 47" long, piece J 45

1/2°, and the dowel 47". For a six foot closet we have taken 12" off B
and J, and 12" off A and K. For a four foot closet we have removed A
and K entirely.

For most closets you will have to make each shelving component and do
the final assembly in the closet. When attaching the ends of your
shelves supports to the wall, have someone hold the shelf support in
place while you attach it. Either screw the shelf supports into the
studs in your wall, or use drywall anchors.

Lay out pieces D as shown (Fig 3) and drill the sixty holes using a
depth gauge (lllustration 1) with a 1/4” drill bit, to a depth of 3/8"
(Assuming “your shelf support brackets are 1/4" dia.). Drill the 1 1/4"
hole in pieces Q as shown (Fig 4) (not required if using closst rod).
Glue and nail pieces L to pieces E as shown (Fig 5 & 6), remembering L
is inset 1/2" from the edge of E. Nail with 1 1/4" finishing nails.
Stand pieces D on their rear edges, glue and insert the EL assemblies
between them and nail in place with 1 1/2" finishing nails. Remember
to keep the holes drilled in D on the inside of this assembly. Stand
this assembly up in position within the closet, ensure it is square,

and allow to dry.
