If you want to write like a particular person it is good to study their work, but it is even better to study the people 
that inluenced them. Jack London is one of America’s most famous and inluential writers. His stories and novels 
oten had adventure themes dealing with survival and man’s relationship with nature. He was heavily inluenced 
by writers like Mark Twain and Leo Tolstoy, as well as the studies of Charles Darwin which were new in his time.

Mark Twain: Twain was a writer inishing his ca-
reer just as London was starting his. His use of 
straightforward language and stories based on per-
sonal experiences was carried on by London.

“For me its balmy airs are always blowing, its 
summer seas lashing in the sun; the pulsing of 
its surf is in my ear; I can see its garlanded crags, 
its leaping cascades, its plumy palms drowsing 
by the shore, its remote summits loating like is-
lands above the cloud-rack; I can feel the spirit 
of its woody solitudes, I hear the plashing of the 
brooks; in my nostrils still lives the breath of 
lowers that perished twenty years ago.”

Charles Darwin: Darwin was the irst scientist to 
promote and provide solid evidence for the theory 
of evolution on a large scale. His ideas on living 
things adapting to their environments and compe-
tition for survival were a major part of London’s 
Call of the Wild.

“How have all those exquisite adaptations of 
one part of the organisation to another part, and 
to the conditions of life, and of one distinct or-
ganic being to another being been perfected? We 
see these beautiful coadaptations most plainly 
in the woodpecker and mistletoe; and only a 
little less plainly in the humblest parasite which 
clings to the hairs of a quadroped or feathers of 
a bird; in the structure of the beetle which dives 
through the water; in the plumed seed which is 
wated by the gentlest breeze; in short, we see 
beautiful adaptations everywhere and in every 
part of the organic world.”

Leo Tolstoy: Tolstoy is considered one of the 
world’s greatest writers. He was a Russian novelist 
whose writing dealt with morals, religion and social 
structure.  He inluenced London’s belief in Social-
ism and morality in his work.

If you want to write like a particular person it is good to study their work, but it is even better to study the people 
that inluenced them. Mark Twain is one of America’s most famous writers and has been given credit for being 
the irst world class writer who was distinctly American. Much of his inspiration was drawn from his childhood 
on the frontier of Missouri. He has cited Cervantes as an important author to him and was helped along in his 
writing career by contemporaries such as William Dean Howells. Learn to write like Twain by studying excerpts 
from writers and sources he drew inspiration from:

William Dean Howells: Howells was a contempo-
rary of Mark Twain and the occassional editor of 
his work. he majority of Howells’ writing was in 
criticism where he rejected romanticism in iction 
and advocated simple truth and sincerity. Below he 
criticizes the British literature of his time.

“Doubtless the ideal of those poor island-
ers will be finally changed. If the truth could 
become a fad it would be accepted by all their 
‘smart people’, but truth is something rather too 
large for that; and we must await the gradual 
advance of civilization among them. hen they 
will see that their criticism has misled them ; 
and that it is to this false guide they owe, not 
precisely the decline of iction among them, but 
its continued debasement as an art.”

New Orleans Times-Democrat: Below is an article 
from 1882 written about a rescue mission through 
the Mississipi Valley ater a massive lood. Mark 
Twain had been a reporter in San Francisco and 
Nevada before writing novels.

“One does not appreciate the sight of earth until 
he has travelled through a lood. At sea one does 
not expect or look for it, but here, with luttering 
leaves, shadowy forest aisles, house-tops barely 
visible, it is expected. In fact a grave-yard, if the 
mounds were visible, would be appreciated. he 
river here is known only because there is an open-
ing in the trees, and that is all.”
