Draw out all parts exactly as illustrated in the cutting diagram (Fig.

2), including the letter designations, in pencil. Ensure to leave a

small space between cut lines to allow for the width of the saw. Before
cutting double check all measurements to ensure they are correct.
Always cut on the waste side of the line. Wipe off any excess glue at
each stage of the project.

Attach pleces P to H by first pre—drilling with a 1/8" bit and
countersinking with a 3/8" bit and then gluing and screwing with eleven

1 1/2" #8 flathead screws. Make sure to keep pieces P and H flush on
the back sides when pre—dril Attach pieces D to pieces P and H as
shown (Fig. 3) by first pre—drilling with 1/8" bit countersinking P and

H on back side, with 3/8" bit and gluing and screwing pieces D to P and
H with two 1 1/2” #8 flathead screws each side. Wipe off any excess
glue.
