
TEACHER’S NOTES

Second Conditional Board Game

Introduction

Here is a useful second conditional board game to help students 
review and practice the second conditional tense. 

Procedure

Divide the students into groups of three or four. 

Give each group a copy of the game board, a dice and counters. 

Students place their counters on the start square. 

Students then take it in turns to roll the dice and move their 
counter along the board. 

When a student lands on a square containing the beginning of a 
second conditional sentence, the student completes the sentence 
with their own idea.

If a student lands on an 'If' square, the student makes their own 
second conditional sentence.

The group listens to the student's sentence and decides if it is 
grammatically correct or not.

If it is, the student stays on the square. 

If not, the student goes back two squares.

If the group is unsure, they ask you to adjudicate. 

The first student to reach the finish wins the game. 

Afterwards, have a class feedback session to review the students' 
sentences. Any interesting answers can then be discussed in 
more detail.
