Activities detailed in the diagram to the left were completed for all four 

studies described below, and for some studies yet to be launched. 

Portfolio level oversight work was also completed to streamline Data 

Management activities across the programme. 

FLAIR – First Long Acting Injectable Regimen

To establish if HIV-1 infected adult participants whose virus is 

virologically suppressed on an integrase inhibitor single tablet 

regimen will remain suppressed after switching to a two drug 

intramuscular long-acting (LA) regimen of cabotegravir (CAB) and 

rilpivirine (RPV). 

ATLAS – Antiretroviral Therapy as Long Acting Suppression

To establish if HIV-1 infected adult subjects with current viral 

suppression on a regimen with 2 nucleoside reverse transcriptase 

inhibitors (NRTIs) plus a third agent, remain suppressed upon 

switching to a two-drug intramuscular  LA regimen of CAB and RPV.

ATLAS 2M – Antiretroviral Therapy as Long Acting Suppression 

every 2 Months

To demonstrate the non-inferior antiviral activity and safety of CAB LA 

+ RPV LA administered every 8 weeks compared to CAB LA + RPV 

LA administered every 4 weeks over a 48-week treatment period in 

approximately 1020 adult HIV-1 infected subjects.

CUSTOMIZE – Cabotegravir plus Rilpivirine in the US To

injectable treatment for HIV into clinical practice.
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
