| have observed that most learners have difficulties to use gestures and
mimics while talking. They usually hide their hands and speak without using
them as they do not feel relax. To overcome this problem, | make them

play mime game. Give them a card and ask them to tell it without speaking.

Choose the cards that can be related to topics you will teach. Divide them
into groups, set the time, and ask them to tell the words by drawing.

Make them choose five (or as many as you want) cards, and ask them to
create a simple story by using any words on the cards.

Choose ten cards and put them on the table. Let your students look at
them for 15 seconds. Then turn them back and ask your students to write or
tell the objects on the cards.

Show a card and ask them to make a reasonable question for the

taboo word. They can use forbidden words, too. Then, try to omit those words
and rebuild the question. This is a good way to practice asking question skill
and also it can be really useful while playing taboo game.
