
  

 

 
✓ Can / can’t : s’utilise pour exprimer la capacité ou demander la permission.  
Rappel : Can est invariable et toujours suivi de la base verbale. 

Ex : I can play the guitar. (= je sais jouer de la guitare) 
  I can’t swim. (= je ne sais pas nager) 

Can I open the window? (Est-ce que je peux ouvrir la fenêtre ?) 
 
✓ Must / have to: s’utilisent pour exprimer la nécessité ou l’obligation. 
Must s’utilise quand c’est le sujet qui décide 
Have to s’utilise quand c’est quelqu’un d’autre qui décide. (Has to à la 3eme personne) 

Ex :  I must call my friend it is her birthday.  
I have to wear a uniform at school (ce n’est pas moi qui decide de porter l’uniforme) 

 
La forme négative est don’t have to / doesn’t have to. On l’emploie pour exprimer l’absence 
d’obligation (pas l’interdiction, attention ce n’est pas la même chose) 

Ex :   I don’t have to pay for this course it is free ( je n’ai pas à payer pour ces lessons, 
elles sont rgatuites) 

 
✓ Mustn’t s’utilise pour exprimer l’interdiction 

Ex : You mustn’t talk during the exam. (on ne doit pas parler pendant l’examen / il est 
interdit de parler…)
