Lacrosse

Lacrosse was known as Canada’s only official
national sport from 1859 to 1994. And, by the
turn of the 20th century, it was the most
dominant sport in the country.

Lacrosse was first played by the Canadian

indigenous people. The Algonquin people named
Lacrosse: Baggataway, while the Iroquois Nation called it Tewaarathon. The
natives played the game for their Creator, as it was a way for them to show their
gratitude to the Great Spirit.
Nowadays, lacrosse is officially the national summer sport and hockey the

national winter sport.
