“Did he say anything about my carrots!? They disappeared yesterday evening…” 

“L..look, Daffy, I don’t know what you are talking about!” 

“Were you really with this rabbit?” 

“Alright! I confess, I confess! I was with Bunny!”  

“…” “So, where were you?” 

“Porky Pig… did the rabbit mention my carrots? I’m certain he looted them!” 

“Alright, Porky. See you later.” *Click* 



Correction 

Si on prête attention aux verbes et auxiliaires conjugués au prétérit, on constate qu’ils occupent la 

même place dans la phrase qu’au présent. 

Autrement dit, même au prétérit, ils conservent leur emplacement dans la phrase. 

Exemple : Where   were    you? Were     you really with this rabbit? 

                   Where    are      you?  Are        you really with this rabbit? 

 

Il faut donc faire attention à bien conjuguer les auxiliaires au passé, notamment l’auxiliaire DO. 

Exemple : Did      he say anything? No, he     didn’t! 

                   Does   he say anything? No, he     doesn’t! 

 

Enfin, on remarque que les verbes restent au présent lorsqu’ils se trouvent dans une phrase négative 

ou interrogative. 

Exemple : Did the rabbit mention my carrots?  

A la forme affirmative, cette phrase donnerait : 

The rabbit mentioned my carrots. 

La marque du passé “ed” reviendrait alors au verbe « to mention », en l’absence d’auxiliaire !
