Description and analysis of a wartime poster:

This document is a British wartime poster which was
probably published during the Second World War
(WWII) as we can see tanks and bombers from that
period in the background

What catches our attention is the photograph of
Winston Churchill in the foreground superimposed
onto a bluish grey scene of rolling tanks over a rural
landscape accompanied by a fleet of bombers in the
sky.

Winston Churchill was the British Prime Minister
during the Second World War. On this poster, he looks
confident and determined. He is gazing at /staring at

| ' D' the horizon.
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TOCETHER n the upper part of the poster, we can see bombers

flying in formation in a cloudy sky. The V shape makes
us think of the word Victory. On both sides of
Winston Churchill there are tanks/armoured vehicles which are firing as we can see
smoke all around. We understand that the British armed forces are ready to fight/
preparing for war.

The catchphrase “Let us go forward” written in capital letters at the bottom of the
poster is probably a quotation from one of Winston Churchill’s famous speeches. The
words “go forward” echo Churchill’s gaze (=regard) : he seems to be looking ahead/to
the future and looks ambitious.

The message of this poster is to promote unity in order to be stronger. There is a clear
call to action encouraging British citizens to contribute to the war effort through the
word “together”. Churchill is calling all British citizens to rise up and work together in
order to successfully be a part of this war. During the war, propaganda posters were
very often used to help the government communicate with the people when they
wanted to boost their morale or to warn them against a danger.
