NB : L e futur n’est pas vraiment un temps en anglais : il ne se conjugue pas, il s’exprime. On distingue juste le futur proche et le futur
lointain.

* Le futur proche, c’est ce qui va se passer tout de suite, aujourd’hui, ou dans les jours qui viennent.
* Le futur lointain, c’est la projection d’une volonté forte, pour 1’avenir.

Pour parler du futur proche en anglais, vous pouvez utiliser différentes formes verbales : le présent simple, le présent continu -ING (cf fiche présent), be going to
ou will (cf tableau)

En anglais, on n'emploie JAMAIS le futur dans une proposition de temps. On emploie alors le présent : When I'm rich, I will buy a big car.
