
JOB DESCRIPTION. Your job is to start the reading circle discussion and make sure 
everybody shares their findings. Then the group will engage into a healthy discussion on 
the basis of the questions you have prepared. It is okay not to finish as long as the 
discussion is going on. Your task is to facilitate discussion on the text and to solicit 
reactions from the group’s members. 

A LITTLE HELP. Often the best discussion questions come from your own thoughts, 
feelings, and concerns as you read. Here are some general discussion questions that you 
can use: 
Sample Questions: Who are the different characters?
                               What was going through your mind while you read this?

 How did you feel when reading this story?
What are the different places mentionned in the text? 
Did you identify with one of the characters?
