EXAMPLE #1

ANSWERS - PAGE 1

(-4)

24 + (-6) = 24 + 6 = 4 =
YOU HAVE A DIVIDE THE WHEN DIVIDING,
POSITIVE 24 AND NUMBERS, 24+ 6 = 4. A"+" AND A "-" MAKES
A NEGATIVE 6. A NEGATIVE NUMBER.

EXAMPLE #2
(-32) + (-9)

32 + 8

MULTIPLY AND DIVIDE RULE

IF THE SIGNS ARE THE SAME
THE ANSWER IS POSITIVE. IF
THE SIGNS ARE DIFFERENT
THE ANSWER IS NEGATIVE.

= 4 = +4
