NOTE: If you receive a permissions error from Google Drive, it’s most likely because your school network is blocking forms from outside users (that’s me!). Two ways around this:
1. Use your cell phone hotspot if you have one to circumvent the school’s network.
2. Access from home or Starbucks or McDonalds or anywhere besides school in order to make a copy on your Drive – then you’ll be able to use as you please!
