-
The most common value of a set of numbers. 

· The mode of a data set only makes use of the most often occurring value in a list and ignores all others!!

· The mode is not raised or lower by big or small values so ignores values that would affect the mean and shows a truer picture of the most common value and our expectation given a situation.

· The mode is only useful when there are a lot of results that are the same.
