[bookmark: _GoBack]Collecting like terms Boxes game
The Rules
This is a two player game.
Each player takes it in turn to join two dots next to each other, in a straight line – No diagonals allowed.
If a player completes a square he/she colours the square in and gets the value written inside the square. They then get another go. 
As boxes are won the values and terms must be added together, you need to keep a running total as you go along.
The winner is the player with the most boxes with the terms correctly added. Each player must check the others adding of terms to ensure they are correct.
