Task one
On triangle ABC, label:
 1. the sides a, b, and c
 2. the hypotenuse 

 3. the opposite side
 4. the adjacent side.
Task two
On the following triangles:

· Label one angle as x (this is your decision – you have a choice of two spaces!).
· Add the other information given.  Your answers will depend on where you placed angle x, so may be different to your neighbour!

a) i. The hypotenuse is 12m.
ii. The opposite side is 6m.


b) i. The hypotenuse is 7.71cm.
ii. The adjacent side is 5.22cm.

c) i. Angle x is 55°.
ii. The opposite side is 15cm long.

iii. The hypotenuse is h.


d) i. The adjacent side is 24m.

ii. The hypotenuse is 56m.


e) i. The opposite side is 6cm.

ii. The adjacent side is 4.5cm.

f) i. The adjacent side is 4cm.

ii. The opposite side is 3cm.


g) i. The hypotenuse is 64cm.

ii. Angle x is 57°.

iii. The adjacent side is a.


h) i. Angle x is 32°.

ii. The adjacent side is 7.24m.

iii. The opposite side is o.
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
