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Sometimes you do not have all of something and you want to know how much you have got compared to the full amount.

To find the fraction value it is sometimes simple, as shown in the example below….






Can you see what has happened to the two numbers???

· The value of the part that you have got, compared to the whole, amount is written on top of the fraction

· The value of the whole amount is written at the bottom.

· You can sometimes change the fraction into its ‘simplest terms’.
