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Gilbert & George
Gilbert Prousch (born 1943) and George Passmore (born 1942) are two British artists who work together as the collaborative art duo Gilbert and George. They are known for their distinctive and highly formal appearance and manner in performance art, and also for their brightly coloured graphic-style photo-based artworks. 
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Born in New Jersey to working class parents, Bruce
Springsteen created the E Street Band, after playing
in bars. Born to Run, his first hit came out in 1975,
mixing rock’n’roll with working class stories.

Nicknamed “The Boss”, he has sold over 65 million
albums in the US and received 20 Grammys Awards.
The Streets of Philadelphia won the Oscar for best
original song in 1984. Barack Obama gave him the
Presidential Medal of Freedom in 2016.
