At the time, racism was legal.

It lasted from about 1950 to the early 1990s. 

The policy created separate areas in cities for each group. Members of a group were not allowed to live or work outside of their area.

Segregation means keeping people apart. It is a form of discrimination because one group of people is treated unfairly. The laws required whites and Blacks to attend separate schools and to sit in different areas on public transportation. Blacks were not allowed to stay at most hotels or eat at certain restaurants. The laws were known as Jim Crow laws.
